Exercise 10.2 (The Numerical Method): PCA Louis – Father of medical statistics; teacher of students who founded public health and medical education systems in Victorian England (birth of sanitation movement), continental Europe (modern medical education based on science as opposed to philosophy), and the United States (medical education and statistical movements). The story isn’t so simple: In the 1830's, Dr. Louis studied the effect of bloodletting — the standard treatment of the time — on pneumonia. His data showed that bleeding didn't work. Still, he still rejected this idea as terrifying and absurd. His recommendation: question the technique but maybe we need to bleed earlier and bleed harder!
