Annotated List of Literature Reviewed for Your Paper

Reading assignment:  The Criminal Justice Student Writer’s Manual, p. 161-167, 98, 101

Once you have an idea of the topic you wish to consider for your research project, you will need to begin a review the literature available in that area.  This will familiarize you with the studies and research already done, so you will have a more thorough understanding the realities which must be considered before proposing your solution.

Using the list of 10 articles which you generated from your electronic literature search, select those articles (or books), which you believe will provide the best information for your paper.  You should be able to find at least five good sources from this initial list of ten sources.

For your annotated literature review, you will need a minimum of five scholarly journal articles or books.   (Please keep in mind that you will have to incorporate data from a minimum of two scholarly articles into your research paper.)  

ASSIGNMENT:    1) Prepare an abstract for each of 5 articles which you selected.  The 



heading for each abstract should be an APA Style Reference for 




that article.  Following each abstract, indicate whether or not you 




will use this article/book for your paper, and why.  In addition to 




your abstract, you should make note of key quotations, cases, 




statistics, etc. from that article which you will want to incorporate 




into your paper. You may put two abstracts on one page.  




Note: 
This abstract is to be your summary of the article, not a 




plagiarized copy of the abstract you find on line.

2) Attach a copy of the articles.

GRADING:  You will be graded on how closely you follow the APA guidelines, on the clarity and content of your abstracts, your understanding of this article, your assessment of the value of this article/book to your paper and on the quality of the articles you select.

Article 1: 

Sarroyan, W. H. (1999).  Physical stress and drug use: Illegal use of legal drugs.  Journal of 
Psychology Quarterly, 68(5), 400-423. 

Abstract:
The failure of the FDA and DEA is the main focus of this article.  The author provides the history of the Federal Drug Administration and explains the public expectations for a safe drug program.  The article comes from a web site maintained by the University of California Regents as a forum for Drug Reform advocates and critics.  An interesting approach is taken by the author of this piece because he was one of the original “War on Drugs” advocates in the ‘80’s; one among many who were naïve and unaware of the ramifications of this war.  The disappointment of the American society is enumerated herein, and Sarroyan has plenty of statistics to back up his stand against our war on drugs among the general public as it exists today.

Key topic:
A study found that since 1965, the drug program has switched from interdiction to prevention, however it hasn’t addressed the abuse of “legal” over the counter drugs.  Ignorance of this epidemic is costing society billions annually in loss of productively and absence from work due to drug induced illnesses.

Usage:

This article will 1) strengthen the argument that the war on drugs against “street drugs” is misguided and 2) that we need to focus more resources on the abuse and misuse of “legal” drugs.

Article 2: 

Hamilton, A. J. (2002). Welfare Reform and Illegitimacy.  Journal of Abnormal Psychology, 
94(2), 347-369. 

Abstract:
The “real source” of the welfare problem in our country, as well as its moral roots is discussed in this article.  This source comes from a website maintained by The Nation, a conservative journal which focuses on political issues.  The information in this article comes from testimony presented to the United States House of Representatives’ Ways and Means Subcommittee on Human Resources.  Author Hamilton pinpoints out-of-wedlock mothers as the source of immorality and sloth.  She accuses the government of subsidizing illegitimacy through the current welfare programs, which in turn contributes to a massive moral problem.

Key topic:
The author includes a quote from James Q. Wilson, author of The Rediscovery of Character: Private Virtue and Public Policy:  “The essential step is to acknowledge that at root, in almost every area of public concern, we are seeking to induce persons to act virtuously…Not only is such conduct desirable in its own right, it appears now to be necessary if large improvements are to be made in those matters we consider problems.”

Usage:

The above quote will definitely be incorporated into the concluding comments of the paper.  The Wilson book is being sought, due to Wilson’s eloquence, in order to determine if there is more in the book, which may be useful to the paper and proposal.
