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Article Critique III

CRITIQUE OF ARTICLE FROM SCHOLARLY JOURNAL

This assignment tests your ability critically to analyze a research article. Journal articles are of varying degrees of quality, and this assignment will take you one step further in understanding research and evaluating the validity of the results.  If you reference an article that is on point or relevant to your thesis, which comes from a strong source, it will carry much more persuasive power than if you present an article full of flaws and faulty thinking.

Select an article from a scholarly journal which is related to your research topic in some way, so that this critique will be useful for your paper.

Read the article carefully, making note of issues with which you agree or disagree, examples or cases which will be of value, and pertinent quotations or studies cited which may be of use to you in writing your paper.

This assignment grade will be based on grammar, readability, organization and clarity.  The remainder of the grade will be based on your ability to understand and analyze the information as presented by the author(s), and your ability to apply this information to a real life scenario.

Provide an analysis of the chosen article, paying attention to each of the following requirements.  Your critique should be no more than three pages, typed, and double-spaced.  Include a copy of the article when you submit your critique.

1. Use the APA reference page style citation of article for the heading of your critique.

2. Briefly summarize the article.

3. State the author(s) thesis, explain how the author(s) addressed the issues, and indicate whether their conclusions are well supported.
