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This analysis will be of a film dealing with a corrections related topic. This assignment is to encourage you to take an issue from corrections and see how it is treated in our popular culture as depicted in film. Your critique of the film should address the nature of the film, the issues addressed in the film, the film’s relevance to current correctional issues/practices, and the film’s relevance to this course.  

Your paper will be evaluated on the quality of writing, correct in-text citation format and reference page.  This is an upper division course, and it is expected that your writing will reflect your level of education.  Spelling, grammar, and sentence errors are unacceptable.  Paper should be 2-3 pages long. 

The reference page should include two references, the film and the textbook.  They should be listed in alphabetical order, by author and producer’s last name.  Cite sources using APA (American Psychological Assn.) style format as noted below.

In text citations must include author’s name and date.  When using a direct quote, include page number.  

· When using direct quote page number must be included:

During one Federal sting operation in North Carolina, “agents bought about 1,200 bear claws, on their way to becoming jewelry; 102 feet, an exotic delicacy; 320 gallbladders, considered a panacea in the Orient; 18 heads; 18 hides; and one live bear cub” (Milstein, 1990, p.122).

According to Milstein (1990), as a part of a recent Washington State wilderness bill, “Congress upped the maximum fine for wildlife crimes at Olympic National Park from $500 to $25,000” (p.125).

· When paraphrasing no page number necessary, just author and date:

Recently, Congress increased the fines for poaching, over-hunting, and damaging natural habitat in Olympic National Park significantly, from $500 to $25,000 per incident (Milstein, 1990).

References at end of your paper should follow APA format, using “hanging indent”.  (First line flush with left margin; indent all subsequent lines.)  Note use of capitals and punctuation.
