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Be sure to review all your notes from guest speakers, videos, and presentations.  I expect you to reflect more than just the information from the textbook in your responses to these questions.  In addition, there will be questions on the guest speakers in the fill-in and multiple-choice section of the exam.

Essay Questions for Exam III

1. List and explain two issues that are unique to and pose a critical problem for female inmates.  How do these issues differ from issues faced by their male counter parts?  What should be done to address these issues?  Why will this improve the system for female offenders?  

2. Describe the historical development of institutions for women in this country.  What philosophy were these early institutions based on, and what disadvantages did this philosophy create for the female offender? 

3. It is said that when men are threatened, they adopt a “fight or flight” response to the threat; when women are threatened, they adopt a “gather and nurture” response.  How do these characteristics influence management of male prisons vs. female prisons?

The relationship between parolees, parole officers, and the bureaucracy can be referred to as a


“game”.  Explain what this game is and how each of the players “play” the game?  What is each player’s objective in the game? 

5.
By now, you should have an understanding of how complex the correctional system is, and how one part of the system has an impact on other parts of the system.  An example of this would be probation and parole, which many people think are the same sanction.  You know of course, that although they are similar in some respects, they are two very different sanctions.  How does the purpose of each sanction differ?  What impact does each have on other parts of the correctional system?  What are the benefits of each sanction to the justice system, and to the inmate?  What are the drawbacks to each?

California has the worst parole success rates in the nation: less than 25% of California parolees successfully complete parole and stay out of prison.  You are the new commissioner of the Dept. of Corrections & Rehabilitation for California and your first responsibility is to revise the criteria for parole release.  Explain the current criteria used to determine parole eligibility, then explain the criteria you would select, why you selected them, why they will be more effective than current release criteria, and what problems they may present. 

7. Now that we have finished the semester, you have a good idea of the many challenges facing corrections in the United States today.  The manner in which these dilemmas are handled will profoundly impact the face of corrections in the 21st century.  The dilemmas cited in the Epilogue are Mission, Methods, Structure, Personnel and Costs of Corrections in the future.  

Be prepared to thoroughly explain for each:

· What the challenge is, as described in the textbook and as you have learned from Carceral, videos, guest speakers, your research for your media review, and fieldtrips this semester

· Why do you consider this issue to be such a critical problem

· How you believe this problem should be addressed and by whom 

· How this will impact the future of corrections in the United States

Your responses will be graded based upon how compelling your opinion is and how thoroughly you incorporate information and specific examples from the text, Carceral, videos, guest speakers, fieldtrips and your research for your media review into your discussion.
