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COURSE DESCRIPTION


A study of the scope of human communication disorders and public attitudes affecting educational. Sociological, psychological, and vocational opportunities of the communication disordered. Management resources for the communicatively disabled are included.
KNOWLEDGE BASE


The knowledge base of this course is rooted in an anthropological report that human communication is a basic and necessary ingredient of social interaction with the most common modalities being writing, reading, gesturing, talking, listening and thinking. A breakdown or a disturbance in the communication process may result in a negative influence on a person’s lifestyle and interfere with personal, educational, social and vocational expectations. The functional basis includes types and characteristics of various speech, language and hearing disorders; available services and qualification of service providers; and state and federal laws related to the disabled. .

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OBSERVATION PROTOCOL

Environment

Describe the setting, the number of students/clients and their ages.

How long did you observe?

Provide a small sketch of the room and set-up.

What was on the walls, on the floor?

What materials were used?

Therapy

Purpose of the therapy.

How did the client respond?

What kind of reinforcement was given?

Did the activities change in any way, why?

Record utterances used by the therapist to encourage, to reinforce, to redirect, the client.

Comments:

Did you feel the session was successful? Why yes or not?

If you were the therapist, would you have done anything differently, why yes or not?

What did you learn from observing this session?

Will your observation strategy change next time? Yes or no, why? 

Make sure you record the time of observation as well as obtain the signature of the clinician. Include CA license and ASHA membership numbers.
