Visit a classroom in a school district of your choice selecting a given grade level, or in an ESL center for adults. Observe the classroom for one hour each time during instruction in three subjects or three topics (ESL classes).  The observations should take place within at least two weeks from each other.

1-For each observation use the questionnaire “ Diversity in the Classroom.” Each time focus on two of the same students (hopefully they will not be absent).

2- Compare and contrast your observations between the two of you.

3- Dialogue with the teacher to answer the relevant questions in the questionnaire.

4- Prepare some relevant materials which might assist the teacher in his/her teaching. For example, an activity to enhance a reading or writing lesson, or social studies, math or assist in reinforcing a concept.

5-Collate your data so that you may present it in a Power Point Presentation format at the end of the semester. The presentation should not be longer than 15 minutes. Details about the format will be discussed and decided upon in class during the course of the semester.

6-Write a reflection paper indicating how this activity enhanced your understanding about preferred teaching and learning strategies for ELL students. A summary of each visit needs to be outlined along with the date and time. Provide at least two references to the literature. If you were teaching the class, would you teach in the same way or differently, why yes and why no. The paper should not be longer than 3 pages and presented in a folder.
