Supervised clinical experience with children and adults who have speech and language disorders. This clinic will focus on the pediatric population.

PREREQUISITES

EDSP 102, EDSP 124 and EDSP 125 and Instructor’s Consent.
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   COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will provide the student with experience which will have his/her practical skills to become a competent speech-language pathologist. 

The student will conduct a comprehensive assessment; analyze the assessment results and develop appropriate therapy goals and objectives based upon the analysis; provide therapy services; collect data during therapy; complete documentation including weekly lesson plans, daily therapy notes, self-evaluations and initial/final therapy reports; and participate in family counseling.

The duration of practicum is one semester. The semester consists of one weekly one-hour seminars, and consultation with supervisor prior and after sessions as needed. with completion of a minimum of 20-25 hours of direct contact time, to obtain 3 semester units.

 KNOWLEDGE BASE

The knowledge base for EDSP 277 is multi-faceted and includes the theories as well as assessment and remediation techniques of articulation and language disorders in children and adults. In addition, the knowledge base includes theories of changing human behavior through behavior modification techniques.




 ASHA STANDARDS (effective January 1, 2005).

Standard IV-A: The applicant for certification in speech-language pathology must complete a minimum of 400 clock hours of supervised clinical experience in the practice of speech-language pathology. Twenty-five hours must be spent in clinical observation, and 375 hours must be spent in direct client/patient contact.

Standard IV-B: At least 325 of the 400 clock hours must be completed while the applicant is engaged in graduate study in a program accredited in speech-language pathology by the Council on Academic Accreditation in Audiology and Speech-Language Pathology.

Standard IV-C: Supervision must be provided by individuals who hold the Certificate of Clinical Competence in the appropriate area of practice. The amount of supervision bust be appropriate to the student’s level of knowledge, experience, and competence. Supervision must be sufficient to ensure the welfare of the client/patient.
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Standard IV-D: Supervised practicum must include experience with client/patient populations across the life span and from culturally diverse/linguistically diver backgrounds. Practice must include experience with client/ patient populations with various types and severities of communication and/ore related disorders, differences and disabilities. 

Standard IV-E: The applicant for certification must complete a program of student that include supervised clinical experiences sufficient in breath and depth to achieve the following skills outcomes:


1-Evaluation:


a-Conduct x screening and prevention procedures (including prevention activities).


b-collect case history, information and integrate information from clients/patients, family, caregivers, teachers, relevant other, and other professionals.

c-select and administer appropriate evaluation procedures, such as behavioral observations, non-standardized and standardized tests, and instrumental procedures.


c-Select and administer appropriate evaluation procedures, such as behavioral observations, non-standardized and standardized tests, and instrumental procedures.


d-adapt evaluation procedures to meet client/patient needs.


e-interpret. Integrate, and synthesize all information to develop diagnoses and make appropriate recommendations for intervention.


f-complete administrative and reporting functions necessary to support evaluation.


g-refer clients /patients for appropriate services.

2.Intervention:

a-develop setting-appropriate intervention plans with measurable and achievable goals that meet clients/patients needs. Collaborate with clients/patients and relevant others in the planning process.


b-implement intervention plans. Involve clients/patients and relevant other in the intervention process.


c-select or develop and use appropriate materials and instrumentation for prevention and intervention.


d. measure and evaluate clients/patients performance and progress.


e. modify intervention plans, strategies, materials, or instrumentation as appropriate to meet the needs of clients/patients.

f. complete administrative and reporting functions necessary to support intervention.


g.identify and refer clients/patients for services as appropriate.

3. Interaction and Personal Qualities:

a. communicate effectively, recognizing the needs, values, preferred mode of communication, and cultural/linguistic background of the client/patient, family, caregivers, and relevant others.

b.collaborate with other professions in case management.

c.provide counseling regarding communication and swallowing disorders to clients/patients, family, caregivers, and relevant others.

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COURSE REQUIREMENTS

1. Students will purchase ASHA liability insurance and obtain CPR certification prior to direct contact with clients.
2. Students will work with assigned client(s) for 50 minutes sessions on Mondays and Wednesdays from 4 PM to 6 PM and will accumulate at least 20-25 hours of clinical experience.

3. Students will need to have their lesson plans written prior to each session.

4. Students will attend weekly seminars on MONDAY evenings from 6 PM to 7 PM.

5. Individual meetings will be set every Monday and Wednesday for 30 minutes prior to the therapy session to go over lesson plans. 

6. Progress notes are due each day after 6 PM. Notes must be written following the SOAP format. 

7.Students will complete required written documentation on time as per the Clinic Calendar including the first draft of the Initial Therapy Report, the final draft of the Initial Therapy Report, the first draft of the Final Therapy Report and final draft of the Final Therapy Report. 

8.Students will conduct an initial client conference to review assessment results and plan goals/objectives for the semester. The clinic supervisor will be present in the therapy room.

9. Students will participate in a Mid-Term Evaluation with the clinic supervisor scheduled for the week of October 27. 

10 Students will videotape one therapy session after the Mid-Term Evaluation to review with the clinic supervisor during the weekly conference on Mondays.

11. Students will provide a 15-minute presentation of a favorite therapy session during the Monday seminars.

12.Students will provide a 10-minute presentation about their client during the Monday seminars.
13.Students will complete a final conference with the client to review progress during the semester and recommendations for follow-up care. The clinic supervisor will be present in the therapy room.

14. Students will participate in a final Evaluation with the clinic supervisor.
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15. Students will follow all clinic policies and procedures with regards to:

· Confidentiality or client files and therapy sessions

· Professional attire

· Client cancellations

· Call the client in advance of therapy

· Notify the clinic secretary and clinic supervisor

· Make-up all student clinician-cancelled sessions

· Notify the clinic supervisor of the make-up session date/time

· Any excessive absences on the part of the client should be reported to the supervisor. Two consecutive un-notified absences may be cause for cancellation of that client.

· Excessive absence by the practicum student may also result in failure.
