Transportation

Air: The closest airport is Ontario. Claremont Inn provides complimentary shuttle service for guests of Claremont Inn. Call 1-800-854-5733 as soon as you arrive and it should be there quickly).

Yellow Cab (909-622-1313; 909-896-1139) is approximately $20 one-way from Ontario Airport to Claremont.

SuperShuttle (909-467-9600) is $20 one-way from Ontario to Claremont; $43 one-way from LA International to Claremont. 

CAR: From the I-10 Freeway (San Bernardino Freeway)

Take the Indian Hill Boulevard Exit north to Claremont; continue north to Foothill Boulevard; turn right. The Claremont School of Theology will be the third set of buildings on the north side of Foothill (1325 N. College Ave.).  Turn Left for the Claremont Inn, which will be at the northwest corner of Indian Hill and Foothill.

From the I-210 Freeway (Foothill Freeway)

Drive east on I-210. Continue east on route 30 when I-210 turns south at San Dimas and Glendora. The freeway will eventually spill out onto Foothill Blvd. which takes you straight into Pomona and Claremont.

Lodging

Claremont Inn (formerly Griswold's), 555 W. Foothill Boulevard, Claremont (800-854-5733). It is highly recommended that you stay here. The Inn is within walking distance of the campus. They have set aside 40 rooms for the conference at a special rate. When you make you reservation, tell the agent you are with this conference. While rooms are available, on a first-come, first-served basis, a rate of $64 + 10% tax per night ($74+ double) has been arranged for those making their reservation before February 19, 2001. A complimentary shuttle service is available from Ontario Airport (call 1-800-854-5733 as soon as you arrive and it should be there quickly).

Another possible lodging is Americana Inn, 310 E. Foothill Blvd., Pomona, CA 91797; about one mile from campus (909-392-6886) $45 (single) or $50 (double).
